Volunteer Opportunities  
The Sacristan Ministry 

 

Currently, we have one coordinator that oversees the 
following three ministries. The need is to find a new 
coordinator. This ministry can be separated to have      
a coordinator for each - Setup Sacristans,  Sanctuary        
Attendants & Laundry Sacristans - or keep this ministry 
together with one coordinator. Any suggestions are    
welcome.  If this is something that you think you could 
help with, please call the Parish Office 408-296-3000. 
 

The three different ministries are: 
SETUP SACRISTANS: Preparing the table before the Liturgy is the setup 
sacristan’s responsibility. Arriving at least 30 minutes before Mass to set out 
all the items needed for liturgy and then staying after liturgy to clean up and 
put everything away. Time commitment:  One Sunday a month (one hour). 
SANCTUARY ATTENDANTS: The Sanctuary Attendants clean the Church 
each Friday or Saturday by working in teams of two or three.  They are  
responsible for making sure the worship space is clean and tidy for the  
weekend Masses. Time commitment: depending on how many teams the 
commitment could be once every five weeks (one Hour) 
LAUNDERERS: The Launderers are responsible for the washing and ironing 
of the altar linens, towels and Altar Server albs used during Mass. Time 
commitment:  Currently we have 13 launderers so the commitment is once 
every 13 weeks. Depending on the amount of  linens (more during Easter & 
Christmas) it could take 2 hours in the week). 
 

The Ministry of Sacristan is a time-honored ministry in the  
Catholic Church. The Sacristan provides an important and       
essential service to the community by doing all the things that 
are necessary for our liturgical celebrations. The Sacristan        
is required to prepare the worship space for its celebrations 
ranging from the cleaning of the Church and its furnishings        
to the cleaning of the vessels and linens used in the liturgies. 
The Ministry of Sacristan is a “behind the scenes” ministry.

Continuando con la lección de la semana 
anterior, el Evangelio de este domingo nos 
muestra un ejemplo concreto sobre la nece-
sidad de orar para poder resistir la tenta-
ción.

“No soy tan 
fuerte”, debes decirte a ti mismo, para co-
rrer enseguida a buscar ayuda y consuelo 
en el único que te la puede dar siempre: 
Cristo. Dejémonos ayudar, dejémonos ilu-
minar por Cristo para poder retener algo de 
esa luz, de esa fuerza, en los momentos de 
oscuridad, en los momentos de decaimien-
to. Y cuando éstos llegan, recordemos los 
buenos momentos, los tiempos dulces en 
que sentíamos a Dios muy cerca de noso-
tros.
