O Center personnel may not administer medication to students

O If a student needs to take medication during the day, a small amount of the medication can be stored
in the Center.

O The medication must be clearly labeled with the student’s name.

O A note or prescription label from the physician is required detailing the method, amount and the time
at which the medication is to be taken.

O The Center must receive a written request for this assistance from the parent and a statement that
the Center is not responsible for reminding the student to take the medication.

Sign-in, Sign-out

Policy

O Instituted in the interest of student safety.

o Children’s Center Sign-In: Children must be signed in at the main desk by the parent or person responsible for dropping
off the child or by a staff member if the child is arriving after a school session.

0 Teen Center Sign-In: Students must sign-in at the main desk immediately upon arriving at the Center.

0  Sign-Out: When students leave the Center/Camp, except for attending school, the person responsible for picking up the
student must sign-out that student at the main desk.

o  Parents must notify the Center IN WRITING anytime their student is to be picked up by anyone other than the parents.

o Under no circumstances will we release your child to anyone based on a telephone conversation.
